I. Call to Order

Joe Wood called to order the regular meeting of the Council at 1:45 pm on 1/12/2012 in the Library/Media Center at Upland Terrace Elementary School.  David Child recorded the meeting minutes.
II.  Roll Call

Joe Wood conducted a verbal roll call.

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IV. Agenda

1. Group – Misc. Follow-up Items
· Andy Carbaugh – Technology feedback from other schools

· Andy reported on meeting with other school Principals regarding the use of smart boards.
· Other teachers generally like using smart boards.

· Other teachers also have document cameras (ELMOs), but prefer to use the smart boards over the ELMOs.

· The Council is aware of other schools which have acquired smart boards via a multi-year plan.

· Oakridge Elementary School bought first 5 smart boards used by a school in Provo.  They continued buying 5 smart boards each year.  They went through Chariot Group to buy smart boards.

· Andy was originally told that Upland Terrace would have to physically move the overhead projectors to fit the projected outuput on smart boards.

· Lauri Hansen – Will contact Chariot Group.  Will request that Chariot Group attend the February Community Council meeting.  Will also request that Chariot Group survey Upland Terrace’s classrooms prior to the February Community Council meeting.
2. Cheryl Phadnis / Andy Carbaugh – Review the Upland Terrace “Child Access Routing Plan”
· We reviewed the “Safe Sidewalk Project” map, dated 10/6/2011.
· We discussed potential streets needing sidewalks, which include the following streets.

· Upland Drive (extending sidewalk westward from where they end near Wasatch Junior High School)

· Oakridge Drive (East/West street between Terrace Heights Road and Sunnydale Drive)

· Mountain View Drive (East/West street between Terrace Heights Road and Sunnydale Drive)

· Apparently, Kempner Road is a possible street to receive sidewalks.  David and Cheryl are opposed to this and think that other streets in the area are more deserving.

· The Council recommended a Sidewalk Subcommittee be formed to identify the most deserving streets for sidewalks.

· Cheryl will be in charge of Sidewalk Subcommittee.

· Joe will be on the Sidewalk Subcommittee.

· Joe would like to receive addresses of all Upland Terrace students (without any names or other personal information) in order to graphically plot the starting point from which students walk to school.  This information will help the Council to make its formal recommendation on sidewalks needed.

· Deadline for final sidewalk recommendations from the Sidewalk Subcommittee is Friday, March 9, 2012.

· Andy Carbaugh – Provide student address data to Joe Wood (addresses only, without names or other peronsal information).
· Cheryl Phadnis – Form Sidewalk Subcommittee.
3. Andy Carbaugh – Oakridge Lunch Room Observation
· Oakridge Lunch Room has not been observed yet.

· Andy called Roseanne at Oakridge Elementary.  Left message, but call has not been returned.

· Andy wants to ask Roseanne about their lunch room process (recess before lunch).

· Andy wants to determine if Oakridge’s lunch room process is feasible for Upland Terrace.
· Andy discussed with Council changes that have occurred with the Upland Terrace lunch room.
· Andy talked to all Upland Terrace students at the beginning of school assembly on December 20, 2011.  He told students about the changes that would occur and discussed importance of good nutrition.
· Changes that have been implemented:

· Moved nutrition station between the lunch line and code station

· Lunch room stop sign, which keeps students in lunch room for mandatory 15 minutes, has been implemented for grades 3 through 6.

· Andy likes the changes that have been made.

· More food is being taken from the nutrition station.  There does not appear to be any more waste now than before changes were made.  Assumption is that more food is being eaten.

· There will be a future survey and follow-up with students to determine results of these changes.

4. Kim Gardner – Math Program Update
· Christy Baxter put permission forms and tutoring schedule in all teacher boxes.
· Teachers must reassess 5 students to attend tutoring.
· Tutoring program will start again on January 24, 2012.

· Andy stated that adequate funds have been allocated for supplies.
· Council discussed possible rewards and/or certificate of recognition for Skyline High School volunteers.  Andy wants to talk to Christy Baxter about her thoughts regarding rewards and/or certificate of recognition.

· Council discussed surveys to be created for parents, students, and teachers.  

· Kim thought that a survey was created last year.  Andy wants to ask Christy Baxter about any surveys that were created last year.

· Andy Carbaugh – Talk to Christy Baxter about rewards, certificate of recognition, and survey(s).
5. Lauri Hansen – Web-Based IXL Math Program and Discussion
· Andy is in process of submitting IXL application and finding out school computer requirements.

· IXL Handout was distributed to Council members.  This handout will be distributed to all parents, which introduces the IXL program.

· Joe suggested that one or two sentences be added to the handout stating that the IXL program will be free for all students and explain how this program came about.

· Discussed new Houghton Mifflin math program purchased by Granite School District (“Go Math”).  This program will have online textbook, homework, and other online resources.  

· 6th Grade is currently starting this program.  All other grades are waiting until August 2012.

· Kim discussed recommendations made by Jacki Atkinson (Reading Aide)

· Jacki currently works throughout the day

· Jacki is having difficulty pulling students from class during the afternoon math block and during other important subjects that teachers don’t want students to miss.

· Jacki believes it would be better to have two Reading Aides during the morning language block.

· Jacki would then only get 1/2 of the hours, along with a potential new aide.

· This item needs to be discussed at a future Community Council meeting.
